Roja is watching TV.
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Present Perfect Tense (s+has/have+Past Participle+o)

PRESENT PERFECT TENSE

The train has just arrived the station

The boy has missed the bus
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Present Perfect continuous(s+ has/have been+base verb(ing)+o)

PRESENT PERFECT CONTINUOUS

It has been raining continuously  since morning.

She has been writing exam for two hours

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Past Perfect continuous(s+had+ been+base verb(ing)+o) 

PAST PERFECT CONTINUOUS

The boy had been cleaning the room for two hours.

The old man had been gardening continuously since morning.
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Future Tense: S+ Will Base verb (present)+o

FUTURE TENSE

We will go to paris nextweek

It will rain in the evening 
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Future Continuous Tense (s+ will be+v(ing) +o)

FUTURE CONITINUOUS TENSE

Indian team will be winning the match 

They will be going to play with their friends.
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Future Perfect Tense (s+ will have +past perfect+o)

FUTURE PERFECT TENSE

.By the time tomorrow the man will have sold all the vegetables 

At the end of september workers will have completed their 
construction work. 
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Future Perfect Continuous Tense 
(s+ will have been +present participle +o)

FUTURE PERFECT CONTINUOUS

She will have been working for over 8 hours by the time            
her children arrive. 

They will have been living in Mumbai for 10 years
