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Cantilever beams

Cantilever beam means a rigid beam or bar that is fixed to a support
usually a vertical structure or wall and the beam's other end is free. The
beam's fixed end has a reaction force and moment created by the load
acting at the free end. The intention of cantilever beam is to create a
bending effect to certain limit.
